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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research werc 1) to study the administration of the students’ help
and care system in schools under Surin Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as perceived
by the personnel in 5 aspects, namely knowing individual swdent, student screening, student
support and development, prevention help and correction, and student transfer, 2) to compare the
administration of the students” help and care system in schools under Surin Primary Education
Service Area office 2 as perceived by the personnel in those aspects in terms of positions and
school sizes, and 3) to study the problems and additional suggestions related. The samples were
172 school administrators, 32 heads of the students” help and care system and 263 class advisors,
in a total of 327, selected by the table of Krejeie and Morgan and simple random sampling. The
instrument used in this study was a questionnaire constructed by the researcher with the reliability
of .97. The statistics used in data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation,
t-test, F-test and Scheffe’ method.

The research findings were as follows :

|. The administration of the smdents’ help and care system in schools under Surin
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as perceived by the personnel in schools both asa
whole and in cach aspect was at the high level.

2 The administration of the students’ help and care system in schools under Surin
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as perceived the personnel in schools classified by
school sizes, both as a whole and each aspect was not different, except the student support and

development aspect was found with the statistically significant difference at the .05 level.



3. The administration of the students’ help and care system in schools under Surin
Primary Educational Service Arca Office 2 as perceived the personnel in schools classified by
positions both as a whole and each aspect was not different, except the student screcning aspect
was found with statistically significant difference at the .01 level.

4. The administration of the students’ help and care system in schools under Surin
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as perceived by the personnel in schools with the
serious problems were the class advisors lacked of knowledge and understanding about the
students’ help and care system, the class advisors actually did not know individual student, those
made the students’ problems were not helped and resolved, and the teachers in schools have
overload work so they did not have more time 1o know and study the students’ personal data
actually. The suggestions from the personnel in schools werc that the schools or class advisors
should provide and support students 1o take their free time to do the created activities preventing
them from gathering, and reduce the class advisors’ works from documents to take more time

with teaching and lcarning.
