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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the operation of a group of agriculture
and community enterprise housewives producing Thai silk products at Nonsila Village,
Thalunglek Sub-district, Muang District, Buriram Province. Four aspects were emphasized :
management, production, marketing and financial management. The samples consisted of two
groups. The first group was composed of 35 committee and members of agriculture and
community enterprise housewives producing Thai silk products. The second group consistive
of one chairperson, three committee and six members were interviewed. The research tools
were composed of a questionnaire with two parts : check-list and five-rating scale questions.
The instruments possessed the reliability of 0.9723. The basic statistics utilized in this
research were percentage, mean and standard deviation. The data were also obtained from the
interview analysis. The research results revealed that :

1. The operation of the group of agriculture and community enterprise housewives
producing Thai silk products in the target area was overall found at a high level. Having
considered each aspect, it showed that financial management was found at a moderate level
while other three aspects were found at a high level. Moreover, production was ranked at the
average highest level and was followed by management, financial and marketing respectively.

2. The following were the points obtained from the interview : The management
problem was not found because all members were clearly assigned to have duties and

responsibilities and the committer were suitably appointed to deal with each task. For the



financial management, the group spent money for labor and raw materials. However, revenue
and expenditure accounts were recorded and taken care of by the group chairperson, and the
money deducted from expenses was kept as cash flow. Regarding marketing, they had a
problem since they had to spend much money for renting the venue of products exhibitions.
For a problem of production, they spent much more time to produce new and distinctive
styles of products manufactured with special expertise; so they finished the production late.
What they wanted from a government were that training workshop should be organized for
them, and study trips to the villages where the similar products were produced should also

be provided for them.
