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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the opinions of the school
administrators about the states and conflict problem solving in schools under Buriram Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3, classify by school sizes and working experiences. The
samples were 140 school administrators in the academic year 2015, selected by stratified random
sampling. The instrument used for collecting the data was a 2- part questionnaire, including
checklist and rating scale with its reliability at .859. The statistics used to analyze the data were
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by independent samples
t-test and one-way analysis of variance with the statistical significance set at .05 level, The results
of the study were as follows :

1. The school administrators under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office
3 had the opinions about the conflict states in overall at a moderate level.

2. The school administrators under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office
3 had the opinions about the conflict states, classified by school sizes in overall with no
difference. When considering each aspect, it was found that the organization aspect was
statistically significant difference at .05 level.

3. The school administrators under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3
had the opinions about the conflict problem solving in schools, classified by working experiences

in overall with statistically significant difference at .01 level.
