Loy Krathong festival is an occasion to praise, to give offerings
and to thank to the Goddess, Mae Kongka, the mother of Waters. At Loy Krathong day,
this takes place on the full moon of the twelfth lunar month.
The ceremony is believed to have originated in the time of King Ramkhamhaeng at
Sukothai and to have been started by Nang Nophamas,
one of the King's very beautiful minor wives. Loy means “to float” and Krathong is “a
leaf cup”. People are equipped Krathongs with a candle,
Joss sticks and a small coin and then floating them away on the surfaces
of rivers, ponds, canals or lakes. Simple Krathong is still made of banana leaves,

probably fashioned like a lotus flower and nowadays plastic and polystyrene may be

The First Computer

A computer is made up of many parts, each of which can be considered a
separate invention, The person who eamned the title of “inventor of the modem computer™
was Konrad Zuse, an engineer from Berlin, Germany, In 1936, Zuse made a mechanical
calculator called the Z1, the first binary computer, which he invented to help him with
his long engineering calculations.

Around the same time, scientists in the U.S. were making progress on
developing a computer. In 1944, IBM (International Business Machines), co-sponsored
the Mark I computer together with Harvard University. It was designed by Howard
Aiken and Grace Hopper. The Mark I was installed in an enormous room. The giant was
sixteen meters long and two and a half meters high, weighed over five tons and was
