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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to study the satisfaction of students taking the course of
instrumental chemical analysis. Third year student in Chemistry, Buriram Rajabhat University. The
sample group was obtained by purposive random sampling, consisting of 11 third year students
in Chemistry, first semester, academic year 2023. The instrument used in the study was the
student satisfaction questionnaire. The results of the study revealed that 1) the contents of the
chapters, principles and theories were consistent with the learning objectives; Chemical Analysis
with Instruments 3) Learners understand and can name analytical instruments 4) Learners
understand analytical principles of instruments and their applications, and 5) Learners can
choose analytical instruments in accordance with samples. The analyze each side had an
average of satisfaction as follows; 4.36 4.27 4.27 4.09 and 4.18 respectively and had a total

average of 4.23 out of a full score of 5, which was at a very satisfied level.
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
