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ABSTRACT

There were two purposes of this study were: to study and compare the professional
administrators of vocational educational colleges in Maha Sarakham province under the Office of
Vocational Commissionas perceived by teachersof Vocational Colleges in Maha Sarakham in nine
aspects: academic management,budgetary management, personnel management,
educationalquality assurance, public relations and community relations management, student
activity management, information technology management, educational research, and morality and
ethics, classified by their genders, positions and working experiences;and to collect the
additionalopinions and suggestions about the professional administrators of the vocational colleges
in Maha Sarakham province. The samples were 267 teachers, derived through the table of Krejcie
and Morganand a simple random sampling technique. The instrument used fordata collectionwas a
3-part questionnaire withthe reliability of 0.96. The statistics used for analyzing the data were
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t - test and F - test.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The professional administrators of vocational colleges in Maha Sarakham
Province under the Office of Vocation Educational Commission,as perceived by teachers were at
the highestlevel in all aspects. However, two aspects of information technology management and

educational researchwere at a high level.



2. The professional administrators of vocational colleges in
the aforementioned university as perceived by teachers with different genders were not different.

3. The professional administrators of vocational colleges according to the opinions
of teachers with different positions were overall not different. However their information
technology management and educational research weresignificantly different at the statistical level
.05., but other aspects were not different.

4. The professional administrators of the vocational colleges as perceived by the
opinions of teachers with different work experiences were significantly different at the
statisticallevel of .05. However, educational quality assurance, student activity management, and
morality and ethics were not different.

5. The following were the additional opinions and suggestions about the professional
administrators made by the teachers: Entrepreneurs and communities should be more encouraged
to participate in students’ activities. Work system and its application should also be carried out
efficiently. Moreover, the administrators’ leadership should be developed. Finally, teachers’

research capability should be developed.
