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ABSTRACT

This research aimed 1) to study the administration states of child development
centers of local administrative organizations in Napho district, Buriram province, and 2) to
compare the opinions toward the administration states of local administrative organizations in
Napho district, Buriram province, classified by positions, educational levels, and types of local
administrative organizations. The study focused on 4 item : personnel and administration,
buildings, surroundings and safety, academic and course activities, and participation and support
from community. The samples were 35 administrators, 23 child teachers and 74 comittees of child
development centers, in a total of 132. The research instrument was a 3 — part questionnaire
including check list, 5 — rating scale and open — ended form with the reliability of .9558.

The statistics used to analyze the data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test.
If the significant differences were found, Scheffe' method was used. The statistical significance
was set at .05 level.

The findings were as follows :

1. The administration states of child development centers of local administrative
organizations in Napho district, Buriram province, both in overall and each aspect were at a high
level. The three highest mean scores were building, surroundings and safety, followed by
personnel and administration, and academic and course activities, respectively.

2. The comparison of the opinions towards the administration states of child

development centers of local administrative organizations in Napho district, Buriram povince:



2.1 The comparison of the administration states of child development centers of local
administrative organizations in Napho district, Buriram province, classified by positions both in
overall and each aspect was statistical significant difference at the level of .05.

2.2 The comparison of the opinions of administrators, child teachers and committees
of child development centers of local administrative organizations in Napho district. Buriram
province, classified by educational levels both in overall and each aspect was not different.

2.3 The comparison of the opinions of administrators, child teachers and committees
of child development centers toward the administration states of child development centers of
local administrative organizations in Napho district, Buriram province, classified by types of local
administrative organizations that are subdistrict municipalities and subdistrict administrative
organizations both in overall and each aspect was statistical significant difference at the level of
.05.

The opinions and suggestions about the administration states of child development centers
of local administrative organizations in Napho district, Buriram province with the highest
percentage in each aspect were that : 1) Personnel and administration — the personnel as the child
teachers should be supported to attend the seminars on academic and educational administration,
2) Buildings, surroundings and safety — the buildings and surroundings should be set to be suitable
for staying and studying in order to stimulate children to learn, 3) Academic and course activities
— the child curriculum should be developed according of the community needs; and 4)
Participation and support from the community — the child development centers should allow the

community to participate more in education support.
