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ABSTRACT

The research objectives were : 1) to study the efficiency of the learning activity
packages on visual arts with imagining paints in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3
students with the criteria set at 80/80 ; 2) to compare the student’s achievement before and after
learning by using the learning activity packages on visual arts with imagining paints in Art
Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students ; 3) to study the effectiveness index of
student leamning by using the learning activity packages on visual arts with imagining paints
in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students ; and 4) to study the students’
satisfaction towards the learning activity packages on visual arts with imagining paints in
Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students. The samples were 28 Prathomsuksa 3
students of Tripoomwittaya School, Mung Buriram District, Buriram Province, studying in the
second semester of 2010 academic year, selected by purposive sampling.

The research instruments included : 1) learning activity packages on visual arts with
imagining paints; 2) lesson plans; 3) achievement tests; and 4) students’ satisfaction questionnaire.
The research was a one group pretest-posttest design. The collected data were analyzed by
percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by E/E, ,E.L. and
dependent samples t-test

The results of the study revealed that:

1. The efficiency of the learning activity packages on visual arts with imagining

paints in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students was at 88.04/87.23,



2. The students’ achievement after the use of the learning activity packages on visual
arts with imagining paints in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students was higher
than before learning at the .01 level of statistically significant difference.

3. The effectiveness index of student learning by using the learning activity packages
on visual arts with imagining paints in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students
was 0.7751 which showed that students’ achievement increased 77.51 %.

4. The students’ satisfaction towards the leaming activity packages on visual arts with
imagining paints in Art Strand (Visual Arts) for Prathomsuksa 3 students was at the highest

level (X = 4.59).
