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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the factors concerning parents” decision
making on sending their children to continue early childhood level in Kaengtak School, Huaytalang
District, Nakhonrachasima Province, and 2) to compare the parents’ opinions about the factors
concerning parcnts’ decision making on sending their children to continue early childhood level in
Kaengtak School, Huaytalang District, Nakhonrachasima Province, classified by educational levels
and occupation. The population were 160 parents. The instrument used in this study was a 3-part
guestionnaire, including check list, S-rating scale and open-ended form with its reliability at .961.
The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The hypotheses were tested by (-test and one-way ANOVA, and Scheffé method was used to
compare each pair of the aspects. The statistically significant difference was set at the level of .05.

The findings were as follows:

1. The factors concerning parents” decision making on sending their children to continue
early childhood level in Kaengtak School, Huaytalang District, Nakhonrachasima Province in 5
aspects: curriculum, activity and experience management, administrators and child takers, school
reputation, buildings, and environment both as a whole and at each aspect were at high levels.

2. The compare the parents’ opinions about the factors concerning parents’ decision making
on sending their children to continue early childhood level in Kaengtak School, Huaytalang District,
MNakhonrachasima Province were found that the parents who were different in educational levels were

not different. When classifying by occupations as a whole was statistically significant difference at



.05 level. When considering at each aspect, it was found that the curriculum, activity and experience
management, and administrators and child takers were statistically significant difference at .05 level;
whereas, the rest aspects were not different. When testing at pair aspects of the curriculum, activity
and experience management, it was found that the hired and other jobs, and trading and other jobs

were statistically significant difference at .05 level.
