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Abstract

This research aimed to understand the
reason why a border between law, ethic, morals,
code of conduct, and custom was necessary. It
used the philosophical approach to find the middle
means for the practical purpose. The results from
the study revealed that the reason of antagonist
who disagreed with having a border between law,
ethic, morals, code of conduct, and custom can
be divided into two groups: 1) Deontologism was a
group of people who disagreed with having a border
between law, ethic, morals, code of conduct, and
custom, they believed that every problem depends
on intention. If communicators had good intentions
which acted on practical reason and were strict in
morality, they would become effective communicators
who contribute to the country. 2) Utilitarianism
was a group of people who disagreed with having
a border between law, ethic, morals, code of
conduct, and custom, they believed that every
problem depends on results of actions. If the result
of communicator’s action was not illegal, they will
become effective communicators who contribute
to the country. In criticism of antagonist’s reason,
the weakness of both was found as follows: The
weakness of Deontologist was “Using the sense of
duty was effective only at the individual level but
ineffective at the social level”. The weakness of
Utilitarianism was “Lacking of training motivation
to everybody in the society to have an intention
to seeking the benefit for public”. According to
the study, it could be suggested that a border
between law, ethic, morals, code of conduct,
and custom was necessary because it could make
effective communicators who could make the
best contribution to the country. The effective

communicators would know what they should

act as the good citizen by law, by adherent to
moral and ethical principles by philosopher’s
suggestion, being a good religion follower of priest
or religious preacher’s leadership, and adherence
to customs which had a historical background by

the cultural expert.
