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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1. study the students’ learning interest behavior level using the blended
teaching method with the multimedia, 2. Compare the students’ learning achievement after learning by the
blended teaching method with the multimedia, and 3. study the students’ satisfaction level toward the blended
teaching method with the multimedia. The research target group included 14 students in Prathomsuksa 3/1,
Demonstration School, Buriram Rajabhat University. The instruments for collecting the data collection were: 1)
4 learning management lesson plans in the blended teaching method of the storytelling, 2) the multimedia,
entitled information technology, 3) achievement measurement test and 4) the evaluation form of satisfaction
level. The statistics for analyzing the data covered the percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research findings revealed that:

1. The students’ learning interest behavior level using the blended teaching method of the storytelling
with the multimedia appeared the mean score of more than 70%.

2. The students’ learning achievement after using the blended teaching method of the storytelling with
the multimedia became higher than before learning implying the progress percentage value equaled 41.42%.

3. The students’ satisfaction toward the blended teaching method of the storytelling with the

multimedia was in the ‘most’ level.
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
