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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the administration of primary schools
administrators in Buriram Province according to the external assessment, 2) to compare the
administration of primary school administrators in Buriram Province according to the external
assessment. The samples were classified by experience in administration and the size of schools.
The researcher studied the three aspects of the administration : students quality standard, teachers
standard, and administrators standard. The samples were 265 primary school administrators in
Buriram Province. The data was analyzed by SPSS for windows to find out percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test, and One — Way Analysis of Variance. This research found the
following results.

1. The administration of primary school administrators in Buriram Province
according to the external assessment in total was at the high level. After considering each
aspect, it was found that student quality standard issue, and teachers standard were at the high
level, while the administrators standard was at the medium level.

2. The comparison of the primary school administrators’ opinion were as the
followings.

2.1 The data classified accordingly to the administrators’ experience in total were
significantly different at .05 level.
2.2 The data classified accordingly to the school size in total were

significantly different at .05 level.



3. The opinions and the other suggestions of the primary school administrators in
Buriram Province according to the external assessment were below,

3.1 Students quality standard. The respondents gave 3 opinions and suggestions:
1) School should support the students to have more moral and good value. 2) Schools should
support the students to love to work and could work together with the others, and 3) Schools
should support the students to seek for knowledge by themselves.

3.2 Teacher standard. 1) The schools should support the teachers to have more
child centered activities. 2) The schools should manage the administration in an effective system,
and 3) The schools should have the relationship with the community.

3.3 Administrators : 1) The administrators should administrate the school by
applying democracy systermn. 2) The administrators should support teachers to have continuous

training , and 3) The administrators should support authentic assessment.
